Bible Reading Notes:  

1 Kings 15-22

It is interesting to note how the dates of kings are told- they begin their rule in the blank year of the king who rules in the other half of the kingdom.  

The southern kingdom was Judah and it had Jerusalem within it.  The northern kingdom Israel doesn’t have the holy city- thus no right place for worship.  So any place that a king in Israel establishes for worship is an “abomination” and with that he “did evil in the eyes of the Lord.”

As you read through these chapters make note of which kings do good and which do bad in the eyes of the Lord.
