Bible Reading Notes - Isaiah 55 – 60
Chapter 55 An Invitation to Abundant Life

Consider these action words: Come, Listen, Incline, Seek, Call.  How many times are they mentioned in verses 1-7?

God wants the Israelites to come back to Him; likewise, He wants all of His creation to come back to a relationship with Him!

Verse 7 is the key: A change of life and thought is demanded of the wicked!

Verse 8-9 God’s ways are totally beyond our comprehension!

Verse 11 God’s Word will go out and not return void or empty.  Are you sharing your faith with others and being a tool that can be used by God?

Chapter 56 Salvation is for All Who Obey

Verse 1 “Maintain justice and do what is right, for soon my salvation will come …”

Are you striving to do what is right in your life?  According to God’s will?

Verse 5 is a promise: “I will give you an everlasting name that shall not be cut off.”

Verses 9:12 tell of the corruption of Israel’s rulers.

Verse 11 sounds like our modern politicians: “the shepherds also have no understanding; they have all turned their own way, to their own gain, one and all.” Comments anyone?

Chapter 57 Israel’s Futile Idolatry

Verses 5-8 refer to the “apostates” of Israel perverting themselves with sexual immorality.  Turning back to their handmade gods, they offer human sacrifice to Molech (Verse 9).  What in your life is an “idol”? Repent!

Chapter 58 False and True Worship

Question: is your Christianity mere “religious ritual” or a true relationship with the Living God?  Verses 6-9 teach us about fasting.  Compare this passage to the New Testament teaching of Jesus in Matthew 25:31-36.  What is God looking for?

Chapter 59 Salvation for Sinful Israel is by God’s Grace

It is only by God’s grace that we are saved.  (Ephesians 2:8-9)

Verse 12 the people are seeing their sin and confessing it before God.  Do you?

Verse 17 is similar to Ephesians 6:14-17.  Here God puts on His armor, shouldn’t we do the same?  Verse 21 tells of “a covenant.”  Compare to Jeremiah 31:31-34 and Ezekiel 36:26-27.

Chapter 60 Song of Triumph for Zion

All the nations in the end-times will be drawn to a relationship with God.  The word “light” is mentioned.  Who is the “light”?  (Revelation 21:24-26) Verse 6 reminds us of what scene?  See Matthew 2:11.  Verse 21 “They are the shoot that I planted, the work of my hands, so that I might be glorified.”  Question: do you glorify God everyday in your thoughts, attitudes and actions?  Walk the walk!
