Bible Reading Notes for Isaiah 37--42

Isaiah 37-39
 

· Sennacherib’s impending threat on Jerusalem
· King Hezekiah’s response through prayer to trust God
· Sennacherib’s demise

· Hezekiah is assured that Jerusalem will survive and not be harmed

· 138,000 Assyrian soldiers are killed in the night by the Angel of the Lord
· Sennacherib flees to Ninevah only to be put to death by his sons

· Hezekiah is deathly ill, knowing he will die

· He cries out to God, saying, “Remember…my faithful and wholehearted devotion…”

· God answers him with healing and 15 more years to live

· Babylon ’s interest in Hezekiah

· Merodach-Baladan sent letters and gifts to Hezekiah after hearing about his illness and healing

· Hezekiah displays his wealth before the Babylonian envoy 

· Isaiah informs Hezekiah that one day everything will be carried off to Babylon

· Hezekiah’s response reflects his selfishness and short-sidedness

 

Chapter 40 marks a major shift in Isaiah from warnings of judgment to comfort, peace, and assurance that Israel will be restored.

 

· Grace appears in chapter 40

· 40:5 “and the glory of the Lord will be revealed, and all mankind together will see it.”

· Israel is restored not by merit, but by God’s love.  How does this demonstrate the nature of God?

· 42:1-4  Here is the future returning to the present to declare righteousness and justice upon the people through the person of Jesus
