Bible Reading Notes – Ezekiel 22-28
Chapter 22.  Take note of the entire list of sins God charges to Israel.  What city is referred to as the bloody city?  Why?  God refers to the House of Israel as “dross”.  What is “dross”?  How had they gotten to the point of being “dross”?  What could God not find in all of Israel?  Were Ezekiel or Jeremiah qualified?

Chapter 23.  God showed Ezekiel a parable of two sisters.  Aholah (which means her tent) and the older Aholibah (which means my tent is in her) the younger.  Who are what do they represent?  Is it significant that these were the capital cities of Israel and Judah?  What did they go “whoring” after?  What did God cause their “lovers” to do?  Who are the righteous men mentioned in verse 45 who judged the sisters and found them guilty of adultery and idolatry?  Whom does God use to punish them?

Chapter 24.  God gave the parable of a boiling pot.  What does the pot represent?  Even though the choicest meat was put into the pot, the impurities were not to be hidden.  Where did they go?  After repeated skimming, the contents of the pot are still impure.  What has to be done to the contents?  What was God saying in regards to Israel?  In the last part of the chapter Ezekiel’s wife dies after God explains to him the purpose of this sign.  Why would God do this to Ezekiel after he had been so faithful in his mission?  What did this symbolize?  Recall what God told Ezekiel in 3:26-27, how does that compare with 24:26-27.

Chapter 25.  The Lord turns his attention to the surrounding Gentile nations, three on the east and one on the west.  Who are these four nations?  Why do you think God was judging them?  What was Rabbah and what was going to happen to it?  What was Moab’s great sin?  Edom and Philistia angered God by doing what to Judah?

Chapter 26.  The word of the Lord reveals the coming judgment on Tyre, which is located to the north.  What was Tyre’s reaction to the fall of Jerusalem?  Their feelings were to be short lived.  According to the prophecy, who would destroy this thriving seaport?  What would this city be like in the end?

Chapter 27.  What additional information do you learn about Tyre in this lament over the city’s fall?  Tyre is pictured as a strong and beautiful ship.  Take note of the many cities and countries that had commercial ties with Tyre.  Tyre’s destruction was pictured in what way?

Chapter 28.  Ezekiel’s third message against Tyre was directed to the ruler who thought of himself with great pride.  In verses 1-10 what is going to happen to him?  In verse 11 the King of Tyre is mentioned.   Who is being described here through verse 19?  How did his fall and final end compare with the ruler of Tyre?  In destroying Sidon, God is still looking out for the children of Israel by removing the thorns and briers.  He still has a future plan for them.
