Bible Reading Notes – Revelation 6-10
There are many events all through Revelation described elsewhere in God’s word.  Can you find some in chapters 6-10 and share them?

Examples:  

1. Revelation 6:1-8 references Zechariah 1:7-11; 6:-18.  Events – Horses and riders

2. Revelation 7:1 references Jeremiah 49:35-39.  Event – Four winds of judgment.

How about the plague of locusts in Joel chapters 1 and 2?

Is Revelation 6:1 the first of three seven-part judgments? Trumpets (chapters 8 and 9) and bowls (chapter 16) being the other two?

What do the horses represent?  And the colors?

In chapter 7:2 what does a seal on a document do?  How does it apply here as God’s seal?

Chapter 8:6 brings us trumpet blasts.  What warnings do they give?

Chapter 9:1 gives us a start falling from heaven signifying what or who?

In Chapter 10:1-6.  What is the purpose of this mighty angel?

People throughout the ages are curious about the future but John was stopped from writing certain parts of his vision.  Can you think of reasons why God, Jesus, the prophet (Daniel 12:9) and other stopped short of telling all?

Why would the little scroll that John ate be sweet tasting and yet sour his stomach?  Where in the Old Testament did this happen?
