Bible Reading Program – Exodus 19-24
Exodus 19 Consecration of the People of Israel

Verse 5 the important word here is the word … “IF” … “IF you obey and keep my covenant ….”  This is referring back to the covenant made with Abraham in Genesis 15.

Verse 6 “you shall be a priestly kingdom and a holy nation”  Read 1 Peter 2:9  We are individually , as a Christians priests for God – we are a holy nation!!  The key word is “consecrate.”  It is similar to the word “sanctify.”  Definition: “To be made holy, or set apart for service.”  Read 1 Thessalonians 5:23.

Question: Do you see yourself as holy, set-apart person ready to serve the living God of the universe?

Exodus 20  The Ten Commandments from the Mouth of God

These are not the “Ten Suggestions”! Every command is in the New Testament except one – why?

1. No other gods – 1 John 3:23

2. No images (as aids to worship) – Acts 15:20 & 1 John 5:21

3. Swear not – James 5:12

4. Remember the Sabbath – this is not found in the New Testament.

5. Honor parents – Ephesians 6:1

6. Thou shalt not kill – 1 Peter 4:15

7. Not commit adultery – Acts 15:20

8. Not steal – Ephesians 4:28

9. Not bear false witness, lie – Colossians 3:9

10.  Not Covet – Ephesians 5:3

Exodus 21 and 22 Laws of Restitution

Read through this section.  How do you respond to some of these “laws”?  How would Jesus respond?  Read Matthew 5 through 7, the Sermon on the Mount.

Exodus 23 Social and Religious Laws

In the Jewish teachings there are 613 laws in the Old Testament!! That’s a lot to remember!  Jesus sums everything up in Matthew 22:36-40.  How are you doing at keeping these two simple “laws”?  Where is your heart?  50%, 70%, or 100% sold out in your relationship with God?

Exodus 24 The Mosaic Covenant

Verses 4-8 describes the Covenant Ceremony.  The blood of the covenant is most important.  We “celebrate” this blood every times we partake of the “cup” during Communion.  Read Luke 22:20 and Hebrews 9:22.  
Verses 9-11 Moses and the others actually saw God!!

How would you react if you were in this “crowd” (cloud) of witnesses? (Hebrews 12:1).
