Exodus 13-18
Exodus – the story of redemption (to purchase by a price) is full of types and symbols but mostly it is the revelation of Yahweh – the covenant God of Israel and His covenant care for His people. Remember these things were written for our instruction (I Corinthians 10:1-13; Romans 15:4) Expect to see parallels to our own walk with God, expect instruction on how to respond to this redeeming God.

Exodus 13  - this chapter is a continuation of the Passover Lamb teaching and a strong exhortation to remember the night of their redemption. 
                  -   Why does God want the firstborn and what does this mean?
                  -   How long do they need to keep the Passover celebration?
                  - Having been redeemed how did Israel know which way to go?
                  - Where (and why) did God lead them?

Exodus 14 – this chapter shows the redeeming God leading Israel to a place where they are between the devil and the deep blue sea.

· The whole book of Exodus (to this point) can be seen as a struggle/ battle between Pharaoh and Moses (Hebrews 11:23-29) – this is the climax
· Why would God lead them here but not near the Philistines (13:17-18)
· Who exactly is going before them and then protecting their backs?
· What is the end result of this incredible parting of the Red Sea?
Exodus 15 – this chapter shows the spontaneous praise that results from what the Israelites have just seen – praise as they look at their enemies but soon their praise turns to grumbling when they look at what they need

· How does praise turn so quickly to grumbling? (vs.24)
· Can it be right to celebrate the deaths of Pharaoh and his armies?
· What do they see about their redeeming God through this deliverance?
Exodus 16 – here they enter the wilderness (Hosea 11) where they (like children) are taught, trained and learn about themselves and their God.

· It becomes clear that the grumbling and complaining (about their hard lot) in Egypt has become a way of looking at life even after their redemption – does this say something to us?

· What does their hunger lead to?
· What do you see about God?

Exodus 17, 18 – provision of water, defeat of an enemy by Joshua, Moses, Aaron and Hur - Moses listening to his father-in-law.

· What is Israel’s relationship to God like at this point?
· What do they learn about fighting for the Lord?
· What does Moses learn about leadership?
· What do you think of Moses up to this point?
Israel can go from 14:31 and 15:1 to 16:3 and 17:7 in a very short time – WHY?
