Bible reading notes:  Exodus 30-35

· The details of worship and reverence for God continue along in reference to the treatment of incense, anointing oil, ransom payments, and sabbath observance- What stands out to you?

· Bazalel is noted as receiving something quite special that makes him uniquely gifted for his task- what is it?  How is this similar to Acts 2:4 and does this fit with other giftings we read about like in 1 Corinthians 12?

· Are you good at waiting— and waiting?  Evidently Aaron and the Israelites were not- what does this show of them when they build the golden calf and altar?

· How does Moses’ intercession influence the future of Israel?  Can our intercession have as significant an influence on the world around us? 

· How does Moses respond to the Israelites in addressing their sin?  These people had been on the road with Moses and surely developed significant relationships- do you think Moses was tempted to go easy so not stress his relationships.

· In 33:15-16 Moses clearly states the importance of God in his life and the life of his fellow Israelites.  These are great verses to commit to memory- for in them we are reminded of what it is that makes us special.

· How does God respond to Moses plea to go with them and distinguish them from all other people?

· When Moses met with God it showed- wouldn’t it make sense that there be noticeable change in us through meeting with God?
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
