Bible Reading Notes

Exodus 1-6

1.  The Hebrew people were fruitful and multiplied in Egypt even after Joseph and that generation had died off.  This leads a new king of Egypt to change the policy towards Israel.  What two approaches did Egypt take to slow the prosperity of the Hebrew people?  Did it work?  Why or why not?

2.  When Moses, born of a Levite family, is floated in the river and found by Pharaoh’s daughter- who does she hire to care for this baby?

3.  What does Moses, do when he is enraged by the sight of an Egyptian beating a Hebrew Slave?  How does this come back to bight him?

4.  How does Moses’ heart for the marginalized play a role in his getting married?

5.  When God calls Moses he initially answers, “Here I am.”  It isn’t long before he begins raising objections.  What are God’s responses to these five objections:

· Inadequacy- “Who am I?” 3:11

· Ignorance-  “What is His name?” 3:13

· Incredibility-  “They will not believe me?” 4:1

· Inarticulate-  “I am not eloquent.” 4:10

· Insubordinate-  “Send someone else.” 4:13

6.  When Moses and Aaron return to Egypt, what was it that captured the heart of the Israelites that they responded by bowing down and worshiping God?

7.  What action does Pharaoh order in response to “Let my people go,”?  How then do the Hebrew people respond to Moses and Aaron?
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
